It shall be policy to
encourage a ‘Good Neighbour’ attitude at all times.

Heavy Snow Fall Arrangements

In the event of Skirwith, Kirkland and Blencarn being cut off due to heavy snow for a long period, the Clerk to co-
ordinate parishioners, personally ordered, on — line grocery orders, with a central delivery to the Victoria Institute,
Culgaith; these orders then being taken by tractor to a central point in Kirkland (Church) and Blencarn (Village Hall)
and Skirwith (Village Hall), for collection.
